Computer Wheel Alignment (new) 

l Front wheels are aligned while referencing and compensating for thrust line 
l Steering wheel is centered 
l For vehicles with non-adjustable rear suspensions 

 
  

Computer Four-Wheeled Alignment (new) 

l All four wheels are aligned while referencing and adjusting thrust line 
l Maximum mileage from all four tires 
l Steering wheel is centered 
l Vehicles with adjustable rear suspension 
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
